Planned Giving Methods
Bequests – A bequest through your will or trust can be made as a specific dollar amount or a percentage of the value of your estate. There are a number of options that allow you to choose exactly how you would like to support KMHS beyond your lifetime. You can specify a specific program that you would like to support with your bequest. You may also make your bequest in honor of a loved one by establishing an endowed fund with your bequest. You may also choose to name KMHS as a contingent beneficiary where KMHS will only receive a portion of your estate if one of your named beneficiaries predeceases you. 

Life Insurance – You can use life insurance to make a gift to KMHS by naming KMHS as the owner and beneficiary of a life insurance policy. Your life insurance gift should afford you a charitable income tax deduction based on the lesser of the policy’s fair market value or the net premiums paid. Donors may also wish to make gifts of paid-up policies, resulting in a charitable income tax deduction for the policy’s cash surrender value. 

Appreciated Securities - Your gift of appreciated securities such as stocks, mutual funds, and bonds can provide attractive benefits.  An outright gift of long-term appreciated securities (securities held for more than a year) avoids capital gains taxes and in most cases, the donor obtains a charitable income tax deduction equal to the market value of the securities. A gift of appreciated securities can fund a gift in support of a particular program or establish a named endowment. 

Gifts of Real Estate – Your gift of commercial or residential real estate to KMHS can benefit you with substantial financial tax savings.  Property may be given outright to support the purposes of KMHS (for example, client housing or office space), and you can take a charitable income tax deduction based on the appraised value of the property.  Or, you may use a home or land that is no longer wanted or needed to fund a life income gift. (Contact our office for more information on life income gifts.)  As with other types of gifts, you may designate a gift of real estate to benefit a particular department or program at KMHS.

Life Income Gifts – there is an assortment of gifting “methods” that fall into the category of Life Income Gifts. These financial arrangements provide an income to you, the donor, as well as a charitable tax deduction and results in a substantial gift to KMHS in support of the agency as a whole or any program that you would like to designate as recipient of your gift. The Charitable Remainder Trust is one example of a Life Income Gift.
